Create a New Document with the Document Setup Wizard
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The Setup Wizard looks like this:

Decide on a temporary title and
type your name as Composer.

Click Next.
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Choose an instrument you want to compose for from the list on back. 
Please choose only ONE instrument.
If you are writing for glockenspiel choose Percussion/Mallets.

If you choose keyboard, you will be writing a melody only for bass clef or only treble clef.

Click Next.
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Now decide on a Time Signature.
You may choose 2/4, 3/4 or 4/4.

Change the Number of Measures to 8 

(16 if your Time Signature is 2/4.)

Select your Key Signature as listed on the 

Instrument Choices handout based on 

which instrument you are composing for.
Click Finish.

Use only quarter notes, pairs of eighth notes and half notes for your rhythm.





Use mostly steps and staying the same for your pitches. Too many skips are hard to play.
