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How to play Mozart’s Musical Dice Game
1. Open your MINUET file which you have downloaded.

2. Open the file labeled “Measure 1”. 
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Roll the dice for the first measure of  your minuet. 
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Using the Mass Mover tool, click in the measure that matches the sum of your dice. (For instance, if you roll a 5 and a 3, click on measure 1/8.)

5. Hold down the shift key on your computer and click in the bass clef staff of that same measure. 
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From the Edit Menu at the top of your screen choose Copy (or use Ctrl + C) and then close the “Measure 1” file by clicking on the red button at the top left.  Choose “Don’t Save”.

7. Again using the Mass Mover tool, click in Measure 1 of your minuet score.  Hold down your shift key and click in the bass clef staff of that same measure.  From the Edit Menu at the top of your screen choose Paste (or use Ctrl + V).
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Do the same for each measure except for Measure 8 where  the 1st and 2nd endings which are done for you and Measure 16 in which you have only two choices—odd or even.

9. Don’t forget to use the Playback Controls often to hear how your music sounds.
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10. When you close YOUR Minuet file, be sure to choose SAVE!
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If you want to add your own touch, use the Articulation Tool or the Smart Shape palette.
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
